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 THE CHANGING FACE OF THE VILLAGE 
 
The 2010 Census has shed light on the new demographic of The Village.  Over the 
past decade, the city’s population decreased by 12% going from 10,157 in 2000 to 
8,929 in 2010. The population loss is primarily due to the demolition of the Vintage 
Lakes Apartments, which in 2000 was home to approximately 1,000 residents. Most of this population 
loss occurred in Council Ward 4 making it necessary to redistrict Council Wards to restore the five 
wards of the city to roughly equal population. To do this, Ward 4 had to be increased by 588 people.  
This was done by taking from the other four wards.  The map on Page 2 illustrates how ward bounda-
ries were adjusted.   

 
Besides revealing the population disparity in the five wards, the 2010 Census also reveals the changing 
face of The Village.  The city’s racial makeup and age distribution as of 2010 was as follows: 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
A few other interesting facts include the following: 
 

 There are 4,366 housing units in The Village.  3,061 (70%) of these homes are owner- occu-
pied, while 1,305 (30%) are renter-occupied.. 

 

 2,220 housing units are family households, while 2,137 housing units are non-family house-
holds. 

 

 The average household size is 2.04 people. 
 

 There are 4,743 females (53.1%)and 4,186 males (46.9%) in The Village.
